• Household cleaners – such as oven cleaners, wood and metal cleaners and polishers, toilet bowl cleaners, disinfectants, drain openers.
• Old Prescriptions
• Automotive products – such as oil and fuel additives, grease and rust solvents, carburetor and fuel injector cleaners, air conditioning 

refrigerants, starter fluids, body putty, antifreeze/coolant, contaminated motor oil, gasoline, diesel and kerosene.
