The Board of County Commissioners in and for Wakulla County, Florida met for a Special Board Meeting on Monday, July 13, 2015 at 5:00 p.m. with Chairman Ralph Thomas presiding. Present were Commissioners Randy Merritt, Richard Harden, and Jerry Moore. Also present were County Administrator David Edwards, County Attorney Lynn Hoshihara, and Deputy Clerk Brandy King.

(CD5:01) Chairman Ralph Thomas called the Special Board Meeting to order.

(CD5:02) Commissioner Richard Harden delivered the Invocation and Pledge of Allegiance.

(CD5:02) Commissioner Merritt moved to approve the agenda; second by Commissioner Harden and the motion passed unanimously, 4/0.

The purpose of the meeting is an Executive Session to discuss a proposed settlement in the multidistrict litigation titled In re Oil Spill by the Oil Rig “Deepwater Horizon” in the Gulf of Mexico, on April 20, 2010.  The discussions in this session shall be confined to the proposed settlement.
