	Application for Final Plat FP15-04-Piney Grove Subdivision


Statement of Issue:

This agenda item provides the Board with an Application for Final Plat to create a 10 lot residential subdivision. 
Background:

This application requests approval for a final plat, creating a 10 lot residential subdivision.  The Subject Property currently contains a total of 145.34+/- acres; however only a 52.85+/- acre portion comprises this request for final plat approval. The Subject Property is located on the north side of Wakulla Arran Road, east of Old Bethel Road and also fronting on the east side of Old Bethel Road, respectively (Attachment 1). 
	Technical Review Committee (TRC):

Planning Commission:

	On August 13, 2015, the request was reviewed by the Technical Review Committee. A title opinion was required to complete the file and was subsequently provided.  
On July 13, 2015, the Planning Commission approved the preliminary plat for Piney Grove Subdivision and on September 14, 2015, voted unanimously to recommend approval of the Application for Final Plat. 




Analysis:

	Comprehensive Plan:


	The Future Land Use Map (FLUM) designation for the property is Rural 3. The Rural 3 land use designation allows for residential density of 1 dwelling unit per 5 acres, without connection to central sewer and water service (Attachment 2).

	Land Development 

Code:
	The current zoning district for the property is AG (Agriculture). The AG zoning district allows for the construction of site-built, single-family homes and the installation of mobile homes, as well as various agricultural activities (Attachment 3).


	Site Conditions:
	The FEMA flood zone designation for the property is “X”. Zone “X” is an area considered to have a minimal risk for flooding. 
Currently, the site is vacant and contains one known karst feature. A 100’ buffer around this feature has been incorporated into the plat as required by the Comprehensive Plan.
Staff completed a site visit on September 2, 2015 (Attachment 4). 
Private wells and on-site septic tanks will service the proposed lots.

	The advertisement for this public hearing appeared in The Wakulla News on September 3, 2015 (Attachment 6).   

This request has been noticed and advertised in accordance with the   provisions of the Wakulla County Code. The Planning and Community Development Department also posted two signs on the property indicating the final plat request. To date, the Planning Department has not received any written responses to the notice. 
The proposed final plat contains 10 residential lots; 8 lots fronting on Wakulla Arran Road and 2 fronting on Old Bethel Road (Attachment 7). No new infrastructure is being proposed as part of this final plat request. The Property Owner intends to develop the remaining portion of the Subject Property in the future.
