The Board of County Commissioners in and for Wakulla County, Florida met for a Regular Public Meeting on Wednesday, September 9, 2015 at 5:00 p.m. with Chairman Ralph Thomas presiding. Present were Commissioners Randy Merritt, Richard Harden, Jerry Moore and Howard Kessler. Also present were County Administrator David Edwards, County Attorney Heather Encinosa and Deputy Clerk Brandy King.

PUBLIC HEARING

(CD5:17) 1. Request Board Approval to Conduct the First Public Hearing and Adopt the FY2015/2016 Tentative Millage Rate and Tentative Budget
CHAIRMAN:

This is the first of two required public hearings on the Wakulla County Budget for Fiscal Year 2015/2016. If you wish to speak during the public hearing portion of this meeting, please step forward at the appropriate time.

The tentative aggregate millage rate is 8.5000 mills which is .89% more than the aggregate rolled-back millage rate of 8.4253 mills.

Now the County Administrator will read the tentative millage rate into the public record.

COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR:

The proposed Board of County Commissioners of Wakulla County tentative countywide millage rate is 8.5000 mills which is .89% more than the countywide rolled-back millage rate of 8.4253 mills.

CHAIRMAN:

I’m opening up the floor for a motion to begin the public hearing.
Commissioner Merritt moved to approve to conduct the First Public Hearing to adopt the FY2015/2016 Tentative Millage Rate and Tentative Budget; second by Commissioner Moore and the motion passed unanimously, 5/0.

There were 2 speakers to be heard.
Commissioner Merritt moved to close the Public Hearing; second by Commissioner Harden and the motion passed unanimously, 5/0.
Florida Statutes require the Board to address the tentative millage rate before addressing the tentative budget. The Board must vote on the millage rate and the budget separately. I will now entertain the following motions (take each one separately):
Commissioner Merritt moved to approve the Board of County Commissioners FY2015/2016 Tentative countywide millage rate of 8.5000 mills; second by Commissioner Kessler and the motion passed unanimously, 5/0.
Commissioner Merritt moved to approve the Board of County Commissioners FY2015/2016 Budget as presented on July 16, 2015, as amended through the agenda process today and with an increase of funding for the We Care Network by $2,000 for a total budget of $48,533,308; second by Commissioner Harden and the motion passed 4/1 with Commissioners Kessler, Merritt, Moore and Harden voting for and Commissioner Thomas opposing the motion.
