Commissioner Merritt moved to approve the Revised Wakulla County Airport Master Plan and ALP with the following changes: on page 82, second paragraph, strike the words “All off airport enhancements that were discussed as part of this master plan update have been identified to be optional future developments as part of a public/private partnership, or some other means of project financing and deliver and are therefore not included in the CIP.  These projects included hanger construction, fuel farm construction, FBO, airport office, paved aprons, additional tie downs, helipad and paved parking area.  Projects such as these maybe considered in the future but are not currently included.”; Any road blocked off by land acquisition must have a cul-de-sac for safety purposes; on page 4 strike the words “(Considered 12,500 pounds or less)” ; on page 55 last paragraph and page 56 first paragraph strike the words “so that the deficiency can be corrected when an airport facility is developed.  When these facilities are planned and designed, they should include a location for a public telephone facility.” and replace with the words “Due to the fact that there is no airport office facility”; no trees to be cut south of Surf Road.  Commissioner Thomas seconded the motion.   The motion passed 4/1 with Commissioners Merritt, Harden, Thomas and Kessler in favor and Commissioner Moore opposing the motion.
