Conditions:  The variance will expire two (2) years from the date of approval.  A plan for protecting the wetlands during construction activities must be submitted and approved during the Development Permit Application (DPA) process.  For example, silt fencing and hay bales.  Utilizing the Best Management Practices for protection of wetlands on the subject property, such as containing the impact of construction only within the approved site plan and avoid encroachments into the wetland and its required buffer area.
