Presentation by Keith McCarron of the Apalachee Regional Planning Council Regarding the FDOT Five Year Work Program
Keith McCarron gave a brief update to the Board regarding the FDOT Five Year Work Program.  Each Fall FDOT develops a Tentative Work Program based on identified priorities and projected state and federal funding for Legislative approval the following Spring.  The State Highway Projects are as follows:  U.S. 319 from Franklin County Line to Beasley Road;  add lanes/rehabilitate pavement on U.S. 319 from Trice Lane to Rainbow Drive; and resurfacing U.S. 319 from Wakulla/Arran Road to Leon County Line.  The Local Projects include Ochlocknee Bay Trail Phases I, III and IV; St. Marks Trail (south end trail head); Replacement of Syfrett Creek Bridge; and widening/resurfacing New Light Church Road.  The Transportation and Planning Projects include public airport lighting and land acquisition; senior citizen transit; transportation disadvantaged; and bicycle and pedestrian master plan.
Commissioner Brock announced early voting was being held the week of August 16th at the Supervisor of Elections Office from 9:00a.m. to 5:00p.m.

Commissioner Kessler announced three Board Workshops being held on Thursday, August 19th.
