The application requests $200,000 grant award with a $200,000 match obligation.  Match will be met through provision of sewer and water to the site and in-kind volunteer hours provided by the Horseman’s Association.

Consent Items Pulled for Discussion

Commissioner Kessler requested Item #3 and check #s 119428, 119541, and 119633 be pulled for discussion.  Item #3 was discussed and approved with changes noted above.  Above referenced checks were discussed and approved.

Citizens to be Heard 

Karla Brandt questioned the roles of the Parliamentarian and read an excerpt from a book on Roberts Rules of Order regarding consent agenda.

Simon Nelson stated he had asked Commissioners for information on the proposed Community Center and had received no response.  Mr. Nelson further expressed is desire to take part in the planning of the facility as well as a desire to be placed on the Parks and Recreation Board.

Dana Peck expressed concern on the lack of adequate notice for the Special Meeting of the Planning and Zoning Commission.  Ms. Peck also spoke on the issue of fecal coli form being found in the waters off our local beaches.

Jenny Jones explained that the Wakulla Christian Coalition had requested to be placed on the Board agenda regarding the renaming of Lower Bridge Road to Martin Luther King, Jr. Road.  Ms. Jones asked to be placed on the September 4, 2007 Board Agenda.

(Please note:  Staff cannot place a request by a citizen on the Board agenda without a direct request from a County Commissioner)

Chad Hanson asked for clarification on the consent agenda policy, clarification on “quasi-judicial” items and the need for citizens to be sworn in to speak on these items.  Mr. Hanson also discussed the need for a policy related to requests for wetlands variances and when they should be allowed to be brought before the board.

Vic Lambou expressed his confusion over the Special Meeting of the Planning and Zoning Commission and the public notice (or lack thereof) for that meeting.  Mr. Lambou also commented that the Board is not following their own policy related to the consent agenda.  Mr. Lambou stated that an “imposter” email was sent out under Commissioner Kessler’s name and asked for an investigation.

John Trice stated that when the public voted for the 1-cent sales tax, it was to be used to pave neighborhood roads.

Planning and Zoning

Ron Mowrey answered Chad Hanson’s previous question regarding quasi-judicial items.  Mr. Mowrey stated that the Board previously adopted an ordinance that further addresses the requirement to swear in all witnesses during a quasi-judicial item.  Comprehensive Plan Amendments are considered legislative items, not quasi-judicial, therefore; witnesses are not sworn in for these items.
