Commuter Van Pools –Tom McPherson and Jeff Horton, Commuter Services of North Florida
Jeff Horton presented a PowerPoint Presentation to the Board as an informational briefing on commuter van pools.  The presentation viewed options and benefits on commuter services and future plans for Wakulla County.  Mr. Horton requested participation from Wakulla County in planning of this service.
