The Board, County Attorney and County Administrator met at 6:15 p.m. – 7 p.m. discuss class action suite for 45 minutes in closed session.
Approval of Agenda

Commissioners in attendance: Langston, Kessler, Lawhon, Green
Deputy County Administrator proposes continuation of Planning and Zoning Items 18, 19, 21, 22, 23, 24 as requested by applicants. 

County Administrator proposes continuation of Planning and Zoning Items 25, 28, and 33 and withdrawal of 26 as indicated on agenda. County Administrator recognizes many changes to agenda due to applicants’ request. 
Commissioner Kessler disagrees with changes. Vote to approve agenda failed. 
County Attorney advises possible legal issues that could arise due to continuation of set agenda after request to continue items have been made and verified. 
County Administrator verifies confirms that these items would be continued per discussion with applicants’ requests.

Commissioners discuss pulling items without plaques and those without labels are withdrawn.

Commissioners Langston and Lawhon request vote to have agenda approved with changes.

Commissioner Kessler again motions for original unchanged agenda except Commissioner Lawhon and County Administrator’s addition. 
Motion to pass agenda fails. 
Commissioner Kessler discusses Commissioner Agenda Item 36 and requested that a correction of fees for the Habitat for Humanity permit. Kessler wishes to pull item 36.

Commissioners discuss the Big Bend Regional Partnership Chamber of Commerce will meet next weekend.

Commissioner Lawhon requested to defer Planning and Zoning issues in order to approve bills and vouchers, Item 4. Commissioner Kessler declines without passing an agenda.
Commissioner Langston declares an impasse; Commissioner Lawhon seconds. Both exit the meeting. 
The Chairman declared an impasse and left the dias; this was concurrently done by Commissioner Lawhon.  With only two Commissioners remaining in attendance, a quorum of the County Commission was lost.  The loss of quorum effectively adjourned the meeting at 8 p.m.
