	Hurricane/EOC Interface Workshop


Statement of Issue:
This Workshop is being held to discuss hurricane preparedness.
Background:
In 2007, the Wakulla County Board of County Commissioners began holding an annual workshop to discuss emergency preparedness.  The initial workshop was to train the Commission and staff on the National Incident Management System and Incident Command.  In 2008, a Storm Surge Workshop was provided to better understand our vulnerability to coastal surge.  As we enter into the 2009 hurricane season, we are once again holding the workshop to discuss the historical impacts of past hurricanes to our area, the predicted intensity of this season, and roles and responsibilities of the Emergency Operations Center (EOC) and Emergency Management. 

Analysis:

The purpose of this briefing is to provide a basic understanding of Wakulla County Emergency Management strategies.  This briefing will provide a working definition of emergency management, overview of blue sky preparations, and grey sky operations.  The objective is to provide a basic understanding of emergency management, operating guidelines, authorities, and the responsibilities at each level of government.  We will discuss the fundamental tenants of the day to day workings of emergency management during non-threatening times and how to prepare for an eminent threat from a disaster.  We will also discuss the response and recovery components to managing an efficient EOC during an emergency.
