Update to the Board Regarding the Deepwater Horizons Oil Spill – Scott Nelson, Emergency Management Director

Scott Nelson briefed the Board on the current situation of the Deepwater Horizons Oil Spill.  The oil is currently 34 miles from St. Joe Beach.  As of June 19, 2010 Wakulla and Franklin Counties are clear of oil.  Mr. Nelson announced the opening of the new outreach office, located at 2887 Crawfordville Highway, 251-648-9398.  Mr. Nelson will continue to focus on this issue and will keep the County updated.



Update Regarding BP Jobs – Commissioner Kessler

Commissioner Kessler announced there are no current job opportunities; however, certain citizens that have received the required training will be employed if and when needed.

The County Attorney will bring a proposed amended Ordinance back to the Board for approval to waive the mandatory connection requirement, extending the sewer Connection Incentive Program, and ratifying the Board’s waiver of mandatory sewer connection for specified properties with the approval of the Department of Health.
In addition, if the septic tank fails, the person would be required to hook up to the sewer.

Commissioner Green asked the Board to support a Proclamation Recognizing the Wakulla/Leon County Choir Union; the Board supported this Proclamation.

Commissioner Brock announced that the County currently has a text messaging policy in place where sending/receiving has been de-activated on all County cell phones.

Commissioner Brock announced the request made by Ronald Fred Crum to support a Resolution from the Board on net fishing and due to the time constraint there is not sufficient time to prepare and adopt a Resolution.  Support can be provided by calling Senator Lawson and Representative Bembry. 

Commissioner Brock directed staff to provide the Board and residents of Mt. Beasor Road with a formal cost for repairing Mt. Beasor Road.  ESG has provided the residents with an approximate cost of $1.5 million to re-align the road all the way through; however, they feel this cost is extremely high.  The majority of the Board did not want to pursue this issue; Public Works will provide the Board with a cost sheet for their review.
