DISCUSSION ISSUES BY COMMISSIONERS 

(CD7:08)  Commissioner Moore – A citizen brought to his attention that there were no Christmas Decorations in Crawfordville on the main highway.  He would like for citizens to join with him to add decorations on the power poles on highway 319 next year in downtown Crawfordville.
(CD7:09)  Commissioner Merritt – One cent tax renewal will be up for renewal in a couple of years and if the citizens vote not to renew, a contingency plan needs to be in place; The Board needs to look at options to see if it would be feasible to move the Library to the Community Center; the County provides 5.1 million a year to low income families in Wakulla County.
