CITIZENS TO BE HEARD
(CD6:13)  1.  Gina Rudd – She is a property owner in Greiner’s Addition and requesting that the Board amend or rescind Ordinance 93-12 as it pertains to restrictions for mobile home placement in Greiner’s Addition.  Depending on what block and lot you own determines whether you can have a double wide or single wide mobile home and whether it can be 2 years or 4 years old. 
(CD6:16)  2.  Alfred Nelson – Tropical Storm Debby damage to Macedonia Church on June 24, 2012.  A petition was filed with FEMA in order to get the Church repaired.  A Code Enforcement Violation was made against the Church even though an assessment was done by an Engineer that conflicted with what Code Enforcement had assessed.  Is questioning why Code Enforcement is alleged as being patient, but has not been patient with the Church.  
(CD6:23)  3.  Mike Stewart – Expressed his appreciation to the Board Members that did not support the attempt to vote to repeal the Public Service Tax.  This tax is sorely needed in the County and is the fairest tax because all residents pay their fair share.  He encouraged Commissioner Kessler to reconsider his opposition to the tax and work with the Board and be guided with what is best for the County.

1.  A newspaper article that he was reading today on line stated that the Market for resale homes is the lowest it’s been in 10 years.  This is a national statistic.
(CD6:32)  COMMISSIONER MERRITT

1.  Consent items pulled for discussion – The Chairman will defer to Commissioner that pulled the item for discussion.  If the Commissioner prefers he can defer to County Administrator to explain the item.
2.  Budget hearings – Large expenses forthcoming in the next year budget.  There is a budget workshop on March 7, 2013 and may need to look at scheduling for the day

3.  2014 Non-Partisan Referendum – later date for discussion
4.  Green Lantern Community – The group of members that live in this community are interested in pursuing a designation from the State that will allow them to place signage that designates the area as the Green Lantern Community.  The community is at the intersection of 98 and St. Marks Highway.  They are seeking Board support in this endeavor, at no cost to the County.  The members of the Green Lantern Community will pay for the signage if they are successful in obtaining the designation.
(CD6:43)  COMMISSIONER KESSLER

1.  Roddenberry settlement/procedures and protocols.  Commissioner Kessler would like for an expert to review the County procedures and protocols.  The County Attorney advised that FACT obtained an expert and that he may want to look into their findings once this case is formally resolved. He will make some contacts after the County Attorney advises that the case is finished.  
(CD6:46)  2.  Tobacco flavored products – It is necessary to gather facts/options in order to pursue a new ordinance that will withstand a challenge.  There are other states that Ordinances have been upheld and the county may want to obtain copies.  The Board wants to protect children and do the right thing, but they also have to be mindful of protecting personal rights of adults.
(CD6:56)  There being no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Moore moved to adjourn; second by Commissioner Harden and the motion carried unanimously, 5/0.
