DISCUSSION ISSUES BY COMMISSIONERS 

(CD8:24)  Commissioner Brock – Comments about the Restore Act and an Interlocal Agreement will come back to the next Board Meeting.  Asking for the Board Member to review the Agreement before the meeting and email any questions to the County Attorney as well as individually to the Grants Coordinator and County Administrator.
(CD8:31)  Commissioner Moore – 1.  Has a concern about staff workload and confirming that projects have to come before the Board before going to staff so that the staff’s time is not tied up.   2.  A citizen is requesting for the County to pump water out of the yard and the County is not authorized to do this.  3.  One of the large rocks has been moved from the end of Bottoms Road and tracks are going through the Marsh.  ESG will go out and assess the situation and come up with a solution for this problem. 
(CD8:36)  Commissioner Brock – There is only 2 weeks left for persons to apply for FEMA aid.  The County Administrator brought up that the County has received no funds from FEMA to date.  He expressed his appreciation to Cleve Fleming and crew and also to Alan Wise and his company Preble Rish for all of their help without any compensation to the County. 
(CD8:37)  Commissioner Moore will bring a discussion item to the Board regarding swallets.
(CD8:38)  Commissioner Artz – Hardship exemptions and people who may be disabled have to apply for an exemption due to policy being set up by poverty guidelines.  A suggestion was made to mail a notice next year to those that were approved for the hardship exemption this year.  This is to avoid a person from missing the deadline in order to request the hardship annual exemption.
(CD8:43)  Commissioner Merritt – asked about the number of people who requested a building fee waiver due to problems from Tropical Storm Debbie and there were only one or two.  There were 3 requests for septic tank repair due to problems from Tropical Storm Debbie.

There being no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Merritt moved to adjourn; second by Commissioner Stewart and the motion carried unanimously, 5/0.
