Regular Board Meeting

Monday, September 17, 2012
The Board of County Commissioners in and for Wakulla County met for a Regular scheduled Board Meeting on Monday, September 17, 2012 with Chairman Alan Brock presiding.  Present were Commissioners Randy Merritt, Lynn Artz, Jerry Moore, and Mike Stewart.  Also, present were County Administrator David Edwards, County Attorney Heather Encinosa and Deputy Clerk Evelyn Evans
Invocation provided by Commissioner Stewart
Pledge of Allegiance led by Commissioner Brock
APPROVAL OF AGENDA
(CD5:00)  Commissioner Stewart moved to approve the Agenda with the following modifications/changes:
County Administrator – pull item (10) from Consent Agenda for discussion and under General Business add item (15) Recreational Trails Program (RTP) grant application. 
Commissioner Brock – under Awards & Presentations add announcement by Bruce Ashley- Keep Wakulla County Beautiful.

PUBLIC HEARING
(CD5:01)  1.  Request Board Approval to Conduct the Public Hearing and Adopt the Final FY2012/2013 Budget and Millage Rate

CHAIRMAN

This is the second of two required public hearings on the Wakulla County Budget for Fiscal Year 2012/2013.  If you wish to speak during the public hearing portion of the meeting, please step forward at the appropriate time.

The proposed final aggregate millage rate for Wakulla County is 8.5000 mills which is 3.8% less than the aggregate rolled-back millage rate of 8.8354 mills.

The proposed final budget for Wakulla County is $42,431,535.

Now the County Administrator will read the millage rate into the public record.

COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR

The proposed Board of County Commissioners of Wakulla County final countywide millage rate is 8.5000 mills, which is 3.80% less than the countywide rolled-back rate of 8.8354 mills.

The proposed Board of County Commissioners of Wakulla County final budget is $42,431,535.  This final budget incorporates the following changes to the tentative budget presented during the first public hearing:

An increase of $24,029 to the Tourist Development Fund.

An increase of $330,000 to the Fire MSBU Fund.

A decrease of $16,000 to the Law Enforcement Education Fund.

An increase of $100,000 to the Sheriff’s Fine and Forfeiture Fund.

CHAIRMAN

(CD5:02)  I’m opening up the floor for a motion to begin the public hearing.

Commissioner Merritt moved to open the floor for the public hearing.  Second by Commissioner Stewart and the motion carried unanimously, 5/0.
At this time the individuals that turned in a speaker card to the clerk are allowed to speak.

Commissioner Merritt moved to close the Public Hearing, second by Commissioner Stewart and the motion carried unanimously, 5/0.

CHAIRMAN

Florida Statutes require the Board to address the millage rate before addressing the budget.

DISCUSSION ISSUES BY COMMISSIONERS
(CD6:22)  Commissioner Moore – Breakfast at the Wakulla Springs Lodge and the requirement to pay a $6 entrance fee in order to eat at the Lodge.  This is a State Park rule and the State does not offer a free pass to persons dining at the Lodge.  The Board is going to prepare a Resolution asking the state to waive the fee for persons that are dining at the Lodge.
Commissioner Moore commented about the Flood elevation and builders are going to look at the flood maps and they are not going to build in flood zones.
(CD6:27)  Commissioner Stewart commented about the flawed data on the floodplain maps.  What is the legal recourse?  The recourse is to ask for an extension and participate in the rule making process, send letters to FEMA and Congressmen Southerland.
(CD6:34)  Commissioner Stewart moved approval for the Chairman to sign letters asking FEMA for an extension and to see if they will review and re-evaluate their information, a letter to Congressmen Southerland seeking his support, and to do an outreach to other communities to try and partner in this effort.  Second by Commissioner Merritt and the motion carried unanimously, 5/0.
(CD6:38)  Commissioner Merritt – (1) Impact Fee information that he compiled has been provided to Board Members.  He met with David Edwards, Tim Barden & Greg James and explained to them his methodology and how he arrived at his numbers. (2) CRTPA packet page 3 shows the 5 intersection improvements in Wakulla County and the attachment shows this as #1 on priority list.  (3)  Spoke with Harry Reed about D.O.T. mowing more often in the Crawfordville area,  D. O. T. has saved a lot of money due to the wildflower program so this may come to fruition (4) Non-interference Policy in the Code and adopting guidelines.  He will bring an agenda item in the future.
(CD6:50)  Commissioner Brock – Community Center and scheduling a Workshop to address the status/concerns of this property.  Staff is working on the Invitation to Bid and it should go out within the next 2 weeks.  December or January is the time frame for a Workshop.
(CD6:54)  Commissioner Artz – E-mail from the Farms regarding 4-way stop signs and it was suggested that they contact the CTST (Community Traffic Safety Team).

There being no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Merritt moved to adjourn; second by Commissioner Stewart and the motion carried, 5/0.
