DISCUSSION ISSUES BY COMMISSIONERS 

COMMISSIONER STEWART
(CD6:47) a. PAWS Rate Increases – clarified that complaints regarding water issues/bills from PAWS are mostly due to County increases in sewer rates as the water bill base rate is $25 and has not increased since 2007, but there have been three increases in sewer rates in the past four years.
(CD6:48) b. Installing an Emergency Generator at Hickory Park Sewer Station
Commissioner Artz moved to install a back-up generator at Hickory Park as long as it is in accordance with the purchasing policies and authorize sole source from Caterpillar.  Second by Commissioner Merritt and the motion carried unanimously, 5/0.
*note - the County has the backup Caterpillar generator as it was purchased last year as an emergency portable unit and the estimated cost to install is as follows:  Automatic Switch Gear - $4,100, Installation of controls - $1,500 and Fencing and gates - $1,600 for a total of $7,200.
(CD6:54) c. Update to Board Regarding Crawfordville Fire Station 8 
The plan right now is to perform the minimal rehab at Station 8 and come up with a new plan for a facility on the landfill property.  The County Administrator will bring this back as an Agenda item at a future date.
COMMISSIONER MOORE

(CD6:57)  Welcome to new County Administrator David Edwards

COMMISSIONER ARTZ
(CD6:57)  Hickory Park Sewer Station/Generator - Information provided to the family of a child that had a heart transplant from the Health Department.  In addition, Cleve Fleming provided some information that was forwarded to the family regarding operational changes in the event that there is a power failure.  
A letter was received from the President of the Homeowner’s Association at The Farm requesting the Board to re-address the speed bump issue.  The residents have indicated that there has not been further discussion and until this occurs, this will not come back before the Board.  Commissioner Moore received a petition with 45 signatures asking that the Board not take any further action until The Farm holds a homeowner’s association meeting.
Community Center – YMCA wants to hold off on programs until the Sheriff’s Department vacates the building.  The Board previously approved office space at the Community Center for Volunteer Wakulla and they will use the office space that is located in the Sanctuary Building.  The County Administrator and County Attorney will work on an Agreement with them regarding what they will provide in exchange for occupying the space.
COMMISSIONER BROCK
(CD7:02)  Coalition for Youth minutes on the Consent Agenda for Board review.  

Today was the first day of Waste Pro trash collection and no complaints filed, and there is still two weeks to file for a hardship exemption.  
CST/PST – make sure you check your bills for double charges in the event that you have moved and the companies are still charging the tax from the old address.

COMMISSIONER MERRITT

(CD7:04)  Draft of the Accessory Use for changes to the County Code that he and the County Attorney is working on.  He provided the Board with information on the changes to date and asked for their input.  He was encouraged to continue working with the County Attorney to finalize and bring back to the Board.
(CD7:08)  Impact Fees – still a work in progress, he has met with Will in the Budget office and will meet with Greg James in the next few months to go over what he has done to date.  The Sheriff’s Department is the one with the most changes due to vehicles, fleet and square footage since the study was done.  Commissioner Brock suggested that he might consider bringing them back individually as they are completed.
There being no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Brock moved to adjourn; second by Commissioner Merritt and the meeting adjourned at 7:15 p.m.
