Regular Board Meeting

Monday, November 19, 2012
The Board of County Commissioners in and for Wakulla County met for an Executive Session and Regular Scheduled Board Meeting on Monday, November 19, 2012 with Chairman Alan Brock presiding.  Present were Commissioners Randy Merritt, Lynn Artz, Jerry Moore, and Mike Stewart. The Wakulla County Commission opened the Public Meeting and went into an Attorney-Client Executive Session to discuss ongoing litigation for the following pending litigation:
