SPECIAL BOARD MEETING

ATTORNEY-CLIENT EXECUTIVE SESSION

JANUARY 19, 2011

The Board of County Commissioners in and for Wakulla County met for a Special Board Meeting on Thursday, January 19, 2011 with Chairman Mike Stewart presiding.  Present were Commissioners Lynn Artz, Alan Brock, Randy Merritt, and Jerry Moore.  Also, present were Interim County Administrator Tim Barden, Assistant County Attorney Greg Stewart and Deputy Clerk Evelyn Evans.

5:30 p.m.  Chairman Stewart called the Special Board Meeting to order.

The purpose of the meeting is for an Executive Session to discuss the following ongoing litigation:



Log Creek, L.L.C., et al. v. Wakulla County



Tucker v. Wakulla County

The discussions in this session shall be confined to settlement negotiations and/or strategy relating to litigation expenditures.  In attendance at this meeting will be Chairman Mike Stewart, Commissioner Lynn Artz, Commissioner Alan Brock, Commissioner Randy Merritt, Commissioner Jerry Moore, Interim County Administrator Tim Barden, Assistant County Attorney Greg Stewart, and a certified court reporter.  The Executive Session will last approximately one hour.  Upon conclusion of the Executive Session the Board will adjourn and re-convene in open session and they may consider general issues relating to the pending litigation.
(CD5:31)  Commissioner Stewart asked that all persons not listed above to exit the boardroom and called the Executive Session to order.

(CD6:02)  The Executive Session adjourned and the Special Board Meeting was called back to order.

(CD6:02) In the matter of Log Creek v. Wakulla County

Commissioner Brock moved to authorize the County Attorney to file an appeal of the Order relating solely to those issues as to the authority of the Code Enforcement Board.  Second by Commissioner Artz and the motion carried unanimously, 5/0.
(CD6:03)  In the matter of Tucker v. Wakulla County

Commissioner Brock moved to authorize the County Attorney to settle the lawsuit for payment of $41,000.00 for Attorney fees, costs, damages, any claims whatsoever.  In exchange they would file a dismissal with prejudice in the Circuit Court and dismiss their case.  Second by Commissioner Merritt and the motion carried unanimously, 5/0.

(CD6:04)  There being no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Brock moved to adjourn; second by Commissioner Merritt and the motion carried unanimously, 5/0.
