(CD5:10)  8.  Request Board Approval to Schedule and Advertise Public Hearings to Consider Modifications to Section 7-42 of the Land Development Code Concerning Road/Street Improvement Acceptance Criteria

Commissioner Stewart moved to approve to schedule and advertise a Public Hearing to consider modifications to Section 7-42 of the Land Development Code concerning Road/Street Improvement Acceptance Criteria.  Second by Commissioner Artz and the motion carried unanimously, 4/0.
(CD5:11)  9.  Request Board Approval of Budget Amendment for Payment of the Feasibility Study for Reducing Nitrate Load to Wakulla Springs from Onsite Sewage Treatment and Disposal Systems on behalf of Wakulla County by Lombardo Associates
Commissioner Artz moved to honor the Boards commitment and approve the Budget Amendment in the amount of $19,419.33 for Wakulla County’s portion of feasibility study completed by Lombardo Associates.  Second by Commissioner Stewart with Commissioner Artz, Merritt and Stewart in favor, Commissioner Moore opposed, and the motion carried, 3/1. The funding will come from the Waste Water Reserve.  
Note:  Other participants that helped pay for the Feasibility Study are The City of Tallahassee and Leon County.

PLANNING AND ZONING
(CD5:13) 11.  Application for Site Plan SP11-22-Progress Energy Substation

Commissioner Artz moved to conduct the final Public Hearing and approve with two modifications to the Application for Site Plan SP11-22, based upon the recommendation of the Planning Commission and the findings of fact and conclusions of law made by the Board and any evidence submitted at the Hearing hereon. The two modifications are revising to stay out of 75 foot wetlands buffer and instead of planting 105 non-native crepe myrtles in a natural area those trees be replaced with a suitable alternative native tree.  Second by Commissioner Stewart and the motion carried, 4/0.
GENERAL BUSINESS

(CD5:18)  HB1263 is a bill that is in sub-committee now that transfers the Health Department from the State Level to a County Level and with that move comes all of the expenses to run the Health Department.  This would be another unfunded mandate for the County.
Commissioner Artz moved to draft a letter and authorize the Chairman to sign and for Board Members and staff to make phone calls to the Legislators objecting to this proposed Legislation.  Second by Commissioner Stewart and the motion carried, 4/0.

(CD5:21)  1.  Vic Lambou – CCOW will meet on February 16, 2012 at the Wakulla County Library with County Administrator David Edwards as the guest speaker.  The topic of conversation will be the Challenges facing Wakulla County.
(CD5:22)  2.  Howard Kessler – Spoke in regards to the 7% Utility Tax and that the Board should have compassion for citizens during these difficult economic times.  He asked that the Board call to vote out this tax.

DISCUSSION ISSUES BY COMMISSIONERS

COMMISSIONER ARTZ
(CD5:25)  1.  The Housing Department SEMAP scores are still classified as a troubled Agency.  Staff met with Meridian today to talk about the SEMAP and they reminded staff that the review was for March through September.  They have been working on and are still correcting problems.  Staff let Meridian know that any further unacceptable is not going to be acceptable to the Board, staff or administration.  Staff wants to see progress and improvements and they will be setting up a meeting with HUD to discuss the problems.
COMMISSIONER STEWART

(CD5:27)  1.  The Sheriff’s Department is currently using office space at the Community Center for several of their divisions.  Commissioner Stewart requested that the Board Members authorize him to work with David Edwards, Tim Barden and the Sheriff’s Department to find a permanent space for relocation of these divisions out of the Community Center.  He will have an agenda item with a recommendation and how the County will pay for this relocation at a future date.
COMMISSIONER MERRITT

(CD5:28)  1.  ARPC – A city appointee is needed for the Apalachicola Regional Planning Council.  County Administrator David Edwards will contact St. Marks and Sopchoppy regarding an appointee.
(CD5:28)  2.  SHIP/CDBG Appeal – Asked about the status of the appeal regarding the Department of Economic Opportunity’s Denial of the County’s FFY 2011 Florida Small Cities CDBG Grant Application.  The County Attorney advised there is a 90-day response time; they have two weeks left to respond.  If they do not respond, either denying or granting the waiver, then it is automatically granted. 
(CD5:28)  County Administrator David Edwards advised the Board that he just received a message that HB1263 passed in sub-committee.
