DISCUSSION ISSUES BY COMMISSIONERS

1.  Wetlands setback variance – discussion regarding 35-foot setback variance and a consensus was not reached regarding the material as written.  Further discussion ensued regarding a 40-foot in house variance with strict guidelines for staff to follow.  Commissioner Merritt will try to bring something back regarding the 40-foot variance and at a future time, he will bring information back regarding the 35-foot variance.
2.  (CD6:17) Septic Tanks – Discussion regarding a bill that was passed by the Legislature and is being sent to the Governor for signature.  The bill is regarding septic tanks/performance based systems and if the Governor signs, the County Attorney will advise.  The County is currently proceeding with a Comp Plan Amendment regarding septic tank regulations.  The text amendment will be on the next Board Agenda.
