The Board of County Commissioners in and for Wakulla County, Florida met for a Regular Scheduled Board Meeting on Monday, September 19, 2011 with Chairman Mike Stewart presiding. CHAIRMAN

This is the second of two required public hearings on the Wakulla County Budget for Fiscal year 2011/2012.  If you wish to speak during the public hearing portion of this meeting, please step forward at the appropriate time.

The proposed aggregate millage rate for Wakulla County is 8.500 mills which is 12.65% less than the aggregate rolled-back millage rate of 9.7312 mills.

Now the County Administrator will read the millage rate into the public record.

COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR

The proposed Board of County Commissioners of Wakulla County final countywide millage rate is 8.500 mills, which is 12.65% less than the countywide rolled-back millage rate of 9.7312 mills.
