BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS
REGULAR BOARD MEETING
TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 7, 2010
The Board of County Commissioners in and for Wakulla County met for a regular scheduled Board Meeting on Tuesday, September 7, 2010 with Chairman Howard Kessler presiding.  Present were Commissioners Mike Stewart, Lynn Artz, Alan Brock and George Green.  Also, present were County Administrator Ben Pingree, County Attorney Heather Encinosa and Deputy Clerk Evelyn Evans.
Invocation and Pledge of Allegiance by Commissioner Kessler
Approval of Agenda: 

(CD5:00)  The following are requested modifications or changes to the Agenda:

There is a correction on the August 16, 2010 Board Minutes for item 23 to reflect a unanimous vote instead of a 4/1 vote.
County Administrator – items 15 & 16 are removed from this Agenda

Commissioner Kessler – pull Consent Agenda items 11, 12, 13, 23, & 24 for discussion

Commissioner Stewart moved to conduct the first of two Public Hearings, second by Commissioner Brock and the motion carried unanimously, 5/0.

CHAIRMAN

This is the first of two required public hearings on the Wakulla County Budget for Fiscal Year 2010/2011.  If you wish to speak during the public hearing portion of this meeting, please step forward at the appropriate time.  

The proposed aggregate Millage rate is 8.7500 mills, which is 5.79 % less than the aggregate rolled-back Millage rate of 9.2875 mills.

Now the County Administrator will read the proposed Millage rate into the public record.

COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR

The proposed Board of County Commissioners of Wakulla County Tentative countywide Millage rate is 8.7500 mills, which is 5.79% less than the countywide rolled-back Millage rate of 9.2875 mills.
