	Request Board Approval to Adopt a Resolution Accepting a Quit Claim Deed of Crab Apple, Azalea and Palm Parks. 


Statement of Issue:
This agenda item requests Board approval to adopt a Resolution accepting a Quit Claim Deed of Crab Apple, Azalea and Palm Parks.
Background:
In April 2013, the County submitted a grant application to the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP), Recreational Trails Programs (RTP) for improvements to Azalea Park.   During the review and scoring of the County’s grant application DEP determined additional documentation was needed show that the County has clear ownership of Azalea Park.  

Conversations with DEP and County staff determined that the original dedication and plat of these aforementioned parks to the County by Mr. Hudson in 1956, was insufficient to provide clear legal ownership.  To remedy situation Ms. Cheryl Edwards Olah, Secretary-Treasury of the Wakulla Development, Inc. (now dissolved) filed a quit claim deed giving clear ownership of these parks to the County.
Analysis:
The County’s grant application for Azalea Park improvements scored very high and is being recommended for funding but the recommendation is contingent upon timely receipt of documentation showing clear ownership of the park.  To satisfy DEP’s requirements of ownership and to ensure that this matter is resolved for any future grant projects, the County must also accept the quit claim deed transferring the parks to Wakulla County by approving the attached resolution.

Staff requests the board to approve the Resolution accepting the quit claim deed for Crab Apple, Azalea and Palm Parks and authorize the Chairman to sign the Resolution.
