CHAIRMAN

This is the second of two required public hearings on the Wakulla County Budget for Fiscal year 2013/2014.  If you wish to speak during the public hearing portion of this meeting, please step forward at the appropriate time.

The proposed final aggregate millage rate for Wakulla County is 8.5000 mills which is 4.46% less than the aggregate rolled-back millage rate of 8.8972 mills.

The proposed final budget for Wakulla County is $42,079,177.
Now the County Administrator will read the millage rate into the public record.

COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR

The proposed Board of County Commissioners of Wakulla County final countywide millage rate is 8.5000 mills which is 4.46% less than the countywide rolled-back millage rate of 8.8972 mills.

The proposed Board of County Commissioners of Wakulla County final budget is $42,079,177.  The final budget incorporates the following changes to the tentative budget as directed by the Board during the first public hearing:


An increase of $150,000 to the Sheriff’s Fine & Forfeiture Fund

As proposed, the amendment would also eliminate the Comprehensive Plan standard for disturbance of wetlands (requiring that no reasonable alternative is available to avoid a taking) because all wetland regulation would be done by the state or federal entities with appropriate jurisdiction, and strike Policy 4.1.  Second by Commissioner Thomas with Commissioners Merritt, Moore and Thomas in favor, Commissioner Kessler opposed, motion carried, 3/1.
