DISCUSSION ISSUES BY COMMISSIONERS 
COMMISSIONER THOMAS – Rock the Dock Tournament qualified for a $1,000 grant from the TDC.  There were more than 60 volunteers that helped with the week-end event and statistics were provided to show that this event is growing each year as there were 444 participants this year.

COMMISSIONER MOORE – Senior Citizen Kayak tournament a few weeks back with 100 participants; spacing of speed limit signs
